
Event Report on Participation of Adopted Village Residents in Free
Health Check-up Camp at Janbhavan

Under the instructions of the Hon’ble Chancellor, Anandiben Patel, and
under the guidance of the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Ajay Taneja,
Khwaja Moinuddin Chishti Language University facilitated the participation of
residents from its adopted village in a Free Health Check-up Camp organized
at Janbhawan on 8th February 2026.

As part of this social outreach initiative, fifty residents from the village adopted
by the university were voluntarily taken to Janbhawan to benefit from the
medical services provided at the camp. The programme aimed to ensure that
rural populations receive access to essential healthcare facilities and
professional medical consultation.

Health Services Provided

During the health camp, the villagers underwent comprehensive medical
examinations conducted by experienced doctors and healthcare professionals.
Various health parameters were checked, and medical advice was provided
according to individual health conditions. In addition, necessary medicines
were distributed free of cost to the patients based on the doctors’
prescriptions.

The initiative proved to be highly beneficial for the rural participants, many of
whom rarely get opportunities for detailed health check-ups. The villagers
expressed their sincere gratitude to the university administration for facilitating
their participation in the camp and helping them receive quality healthcare
services without financial burden.

Objective of the Programme

The main objective of this programme was to enhance awareness about
health and hygiene among rural communities and to provide them with access
to basic medical facilities. It also reflected the University’s dedication to
fulfilling its social responsibility by contributing to the welfare and well-being of
society.

Message of the Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor



On this occasion, Prof. Ajay Taneja emphasized that universities must
actively participate in community development along with their academic
responsibilities. He stated that such outreach activities help build a strong
relationship between educational institutions and rural communities.

He further remarked that health camps organized at Janbhawan under the
guidance of the Hon’ble Chancellor are a source of inspiration for institutions
to contribute towards public welfare. According to him, extending healthcare
facilities to rural areas is essential because many people living in these
regions have limited access to proper medical services. He added that free
health camps are extremely beneficial for economically weaker sections of
society and help in the early detection and prevention of diseases.
