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A Special Lecture on the theme “Learn, Launch and Lead” was organized
on 9th January 2025 at the Hybrid Hall of Khwaja Moinuddin Chishti
Language University, Lucknow. Hon’ble Vice Chancellor of the University
graced the occasion as the Patron and also addressed the gathering. The
programme was convened by Dr. Nalini Misra, Chairperson, Cultural
Committee The keynote lecture was delivered by Prof. Prashankar Shukla,
Vice-Chancellor of North Eastern Hill University. The event witnessed
enthusiastic participation from faculty members, research scholars, and
students of the University.

Message by Hon’ble Vice Chancellor

Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, in his address, expressed his appreciation for
organizing the Special Lecture on “Learn, Launch and Lead” and extended a
warm welcome to the distinguished speaker, Prof. Prashankar Shukla. He
stated that such academic initiatives strengthen the intellectual environment of
the University and provide valuable guidance to students and faculty
members alike.



He emphasized that education should not be confined to classrooms or
limited to the acquisition of degrees. Instead, it should aim at the holistic
development of personality, character building, and the cultivation of
leadership qualities. He urged students to remain curious, disciplined, and
committed to lifelong learning, and to make meaningful contributions to
society through knowledge and innovation.

Addressing the teachers, he highlighted their pivotal role in shaping the future
of the nation. He encouraged them to go beyond conventional teaching
methods and inspire students to think critically, act ethically, and lead
responsibly. He remarked that a teacher’s influence extends far beyond
academics and plays a crucial role in nurturing responsible citizens.

The Hon’ble Vice Chancellor concluded his message by motivating everyone
to uphold the values of integrity, dedication, and excellence, and to work
collectively towards the progress of the University and the nation.

Keynote address by Prof. Prabha Shankar Shukla: In his keynote address,
Prof. Shukla elaborated on the intrinsic relationship between language,
education, social behaviour, leadership, and innovation in the process of life-
building. He emphasized that human beings are inherently social and that
learning, initiating action, and leading are continuous processes of life.
Highlighting India’s unity in diversity, he remarked that although our food
habits, lifestyles, perspectives, and methods of learning may differ, this
diversity ultimately binds us together as one nation.

He stressed that language is the most effective medium to connect and
preserve this diversity. Emphasizing the promotion and protection of regional
languages, he described it as a shared responsibility of society. Referring to
the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020, he stated that the policy
encourages the study of at least three languages, thereby strengthening
multilingualism and cultural understanding.

Prof. Shukla further observed that the true objective of education is not merely
the attainment of degrees, but the understanding of life’s purpose, values, and
goals. He encouraged teachers and students to introspect and evaluate their
contribution to society and the nation. According to him, a good teacher not
only imparts subject knowledge but also guides students in learning the true
lessons of life.

The Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, in his address, welcomed the distinguished
speaker and appreciated the initiative of organizing such an intellectually
enriching programme. He conveyed a motivating message to the teachers
and students, urging them to pursue knowledge with dedication, uphold
academic excellence, and contribute meaningfully to society. He emphasized
that universities must nurture responsible citizens and visionary leaders who
can meet contemporary challenges with confidence and integrity.

The lecture also highlighted the relationship between education, startups, and
employment. Prof. Shukla encouraged students to transform their academic



learning into practical applications and entrepreneurial ventures, thereby
aligning education with professional growth and national development.

The programme concluded with an interactive session in which participants
engaged in thoughtful discussion with the speaker. The event proved to be
inspiring and insightful, reinforcing the vital role of language, education, and
leadership in shaping individual growth and nation-building.
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
