Told the first poet of Khusro's Urdu 

manners and in the first poetry of Khusro's special talk on the changing form of Mahboob and 

when the same thing went towards Dakkan, the view of the lover changed. He insisted on 

paying attention to Takhliq and Tankeed, he said that the lover was recognized by the Sun in 

Dakan. Quoting the words of Sanskrit that when the dark age was going on in Europe, our 

Sanskrit language was talking about juice. Talking about Mir said that Mir's era was the golden 

age of Urdu language. And then two centers of Urdu manners came into the existence of Delhi 

and Lucknow. Need to pay attention to how to advance manners during the machine period.
