Overview
Khwaja Muinuddin Chishti Language University in Lucknow, in collaboration with the
Indian Council of Chemists (ICC), celebrated National Chemistry Day with a grand
felicitation ceremony and seminar. The event was held to commemorate the birth
anniversary of Acharya Prafulla Chandra Ray, regarded as the father of modern chemistry
in India. The celebration began with the ceremonial lighting of the lamp and garlanding of
Acharya Ray’s portrait. Former Vice-Chancellor of Maharaja Surajmal Brij University,
Professor Rajesh Dhakre, served as the chief guest and highlighted the importance of
environmental protection, pollution control, and the need for a plastic-free society, drawing
inspiration from Ray’s scientific contributions.
